Rimuovere la cover laterale (1) e la cover interna nera (2) originali, poi rimuovere con cura il 
logo BMW incollato alla cover (1). 

A: Inserire l’antivibrante in gomma (I) nella staffa del nostro fianchetto (AA), inserire il distanziale 
(III), controllare la clip (IV) sulla staffa del radiatore (RR) e infine unire tutto con la vite+rondella (II). 
Importante:  la staffa del radiatore (RR) qui deve essere interna rispetto alla staffa del fianchetto (AA).

B: Analogamente inserire l’antivibrante in gomma (VII) nella staffa del nostro fianchetto (BB), 
inserire il distanziale (VIII) poi unire alla staffa del radiatore (RR) con la vite (V) + dado (VI).
Importante:  la staffa del radiatore (RR) qui deve essere esterna rispetto 
alla staffa del fianchetto (BB) e la clip originale sul radiatore va rimossa.
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Remove the original side cover (1) and the internal black cover (2), then carefully remove the 
BMW logo which is stuck on the side cover (1). 

A: Position the rubber part (I) in the side protection bracket (AA), insert the cap (III), fix the  
clip (IV) to the radiator bracket (RR) and finally connect all together using the screw+washer(II).
Important: the radiator bracket (RR) here has to be on the inside of the side protection bracket (AA).

B: In the same way place the rubber part (VII) in the side protection bracket (BB), 
insert the cap (VIII) then mount the radiator bracket (RR) using the screw (V) + nut (VI). 
Important: the radiator bracket (RR) here has to be on the outside of the side 
protection bracket (BB) and the original clip on the radiator has to be removed.

NB: Tutte le parti usate, tranne la vite (V), il dado (VI) e il nostro fianchetto, sono quelle che si trovano smontando 
le cover originali (1) e (2) e vanno rimontate nella stessa sequenza come illustrato sopra.
NB: All the parts used, exept the screw (V), the nut (VI)  and our side protection, are the ones you find disassembling 
the original covers (1) and (2) and you have to remount them in the same sequence as illustreted above. 
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Remove the original side cover (1) and the internal black cover (2), then carefully remove the 
BMW logo which is stuck on the side cover (1).
